Food Court Requirements:

Units must be self-contained. Water will be provided in the Food Court to fill
holding tanks only.
At the end of each day, vendors will be required to dispose of contaminated
water. Each vendor is responsible for any supplies needed for this disposal
and to treat holding tanks.
Trash must be placed in garbage bags (provided by vendor) and sealed to
be picked up each evening by the City of Daphne Sanitation Department.
Vendors bear the responsibility for all set-up and security needs. Neither
the ESCC, its representatives, the committee, nor the City of Daphne will
be responsible for loss or damage of any kind.
All vendors must comply with the City of Daphne safety and fire-prevention
codes, and have appropriate fire extinguishers.
o Any food truck or trailer that is cooking and serving food shall have
a ventilation hood with a fire suppression system. The fire
suppression system must have a current (within 6 months)
inspection tag along with a fire extinguisher that has been
inspected and tagged with in the last year. The minimum size for



this is a 2A 10BC extinguisher. Also if you're frying you must have a
K Class fire extinguisher with a current inspection tag.

Outdoor grills, Pop Corn cookers, coffee makers, and similar do not
have to meet these requirements.
